The Equal Representation Act 

U.S. Representative Chuck Fleischmann (TN-03) released the 
information about his support for H.R. 7109, the Equal Represen-
tation Act. H.R. 7109 ensures that only legal American citizens 
are factored into the official count for Congressional districts and 
the Electoral College map that determines the outcome of presi-
dential elections.               
 
H.R. 7109 - The Equal Representation Act: 

• Requires that the Census Bureau include a citizenship ques-

tion on any future census to provide a greater understanding of 
the U.S. population and delineate between citizens and non-
citizens for apportionment purposes. 

• Prohibits non-citizens from being counted for purposes of 

congressional district and Electoral College apportionment. 

• Requires that the Census Bureau publicly report on certain 

demographic data. 
Is the House companion bill to S. 3659, the Equal Representation 
Act, introduced in the Senate by Tennessee Senator Bill Hagerty.
